“problem list”, MDT, common industry used assessment 

examples) to rationalize the use of a learned Kinesio Tape® 

application for the face, neck, and/or scar 

management/vibroacoustic. The participant will also list 

precautions, contraindications, and a recommended HEP.

This is a 16-hour, two- part introductory course on The Kinesio 

Taping® Method (KTM).  The curriculum is designed for 

stomatognathic interdisciplinary professionals who are 

interested in learning how to use Kinesio Tape® with The 

Kinesio Taping® Method (KTM) in the head/neck areas.
